	Set Scene:

	· Passenger conscious, extreme pain in lower left leg, signs of severe shock (cas note: broken tib/fib, shock due to cold, injury, and driver’s condition)

	
	· Driver depressed fracture front of head with CSF leakage, semi conscious, both legs crushed and almost severed at knee by car body. Legs are not trapped. (cas note: major head injury, unaware of what is going on)

	
	· Unable to open either front door; car is a hatchback, rear undamaged. Rear of car full of clothing, ski gear, and bedding

	
	· You are first on the scene.

	
	

	Discussion Points:
	· Danger - control traffic

	
	· Danger - switch off ignition

	
	· Danger - gloves

	
	· … RABCD

	
	· Casualty warmth - use bedding

	
	· Access to treat casualties from rear of vehicle  - get bystanders to start unloading vehicle
