	· You are called to an accident half way down the mountain, in a steep tree-lined bumps run, just beyond a crest in the trail.

	
	· You find a young man lying with a tree branch stuck into his abdominal region, in the upper left quadrant below ribs; the branch is still attached to the tree. The skier is guarding his upper right leg and appears confused and panicky. (cas note: skied into  tree on side of trail, also hit leg and severe pain in upper right leg, where femur is broken; pulse is rapid and weak) 

	
	

	Discussion Points:
	· Danger - other skiers / general accident scene control

	
	· Management of shock initially - reassure, keep warm, Oxy / Entonox

	
	· Management of abdo injury - impaled object plus internal bleeding

	
	· Diagnosis of broken femur

	
	· Use of scoop stretcher

	
	· Management of shock / pain, especially when applying scoop and cutting off the branch

	
	· Photos of the scene, witnesses (asst instructor)
