	Set Scene:
	· You are at dinner in a small 6 table restaurant on a quiet night. After taking your order, the waitress disappears into the kitchen. You hear some commotion. When the waitress (and your food) fails to appear 20 minutes later, you investigate.

	
	· You find the waitress lying on the tiled floor unconscious, with CSF leaking from her left ear. The cook is sitting nearby in a pool of oil with severe redness and blistering on both arms, breathing deeply and heavily, sweating profusely, and confused / semi conscious (cas note: cook burnt from cooking oil on both arms 20 minutes ago, has fallen and hit head; waitress has slipped on oily floor and knocked herself out on the corner of a table) 

	
	

	Discussion Points:
	· Danger - gloves, oily surface, hot oil

	
	· Management of dual casualties; unconscious to coma position, cold water to burns

	
	· Diagnosis of both - what happened?

	
	· Transport to doctor - ring for help
